Scoring

Points will be allocated to each handler according to their placings in the nominated test— ie. 1st = 1 point, 2nd = 2 points and so on.

The points gained by each of the three handlers are added to form a team total.

The winning team is the team with the lowest total points.

In the event of a tie, the team with the highest overall percentage of total points in each test will be declared the winner.
